At that time the Waterlox division at Empire Varnish was created. Some 30 years later in the 1960s, the company officially became the Waterlox Chemical and Coatings Corporation. It was shortened in the 1990s to Waterlox Coatings Corporation.

Throughout its history, Tung oil has remained the successful core of Waterlox products. Tung 
oil is completely natural and renewable as it comes from the nut of the Tung tree and it is the 
best penetrating drying oil available. It has been used as a base for sealing and waterproofing Chinese ships as early as the 14th century and it remains elastic by moving with the wood during seasonal changes.

The Tung tree, indigenous to China and South America, is named for its heart-shaped leaves because “Tung” is Chinese for “heart.” When applied, rich Tung oil penetrates deep into the pores of the wood to provide a tough, highly water-resistant finish that never loses elasticity and does not darken with age.

“Tung oil delivers a strong base for our products that is ideal for sealers and finishes, and is all natural providing a green solution for our customers,” Hawkins said.

In 2009, the National Wood Flooring Association (NWFA) awarded Universal Floors,

Inc., two Floor of the Year Awards – Best Restoration in the hand cut category and Best Library/Office in the hand cut category in the NWFA’s 2009 Wood Floor of the Year Contest. Contributing to the win was Universal Floors’ decision to use Waterlox Coatings Corporation’s Original Sealer/Finish on the restoration project and Satin
